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H - Healing Scriptures.

Note:

1. It is important in the life of a believer that we give
absolute authority to the "Word of God" and above
anything else, no matter what our 5 senses (hearing,
seeing, tasting, smelling and feeling) want to convey to
us. This applies to every life situation we are in,
including healing. Remember, we walk by faith not by
sight. It is extremely important for us to learn to confess
the "Word of God" about and over our natural
circumstances. Even God did not say what he saw
(darkness) in the creation of the world, but spoke out
what he wanted (light) to create. As a born-again
believer, Jesus has already healed, freed, and delivered
you from every illness and affliction, with or without
names.

2. Whenever you read about the ministry of Jesus in the
scriptures, pay special attention to the words "all" and
"every.
